Female Genital Mutilation                                                          
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Business and Professional Women's Clubs of Ontario reaffirm Resolution 2004-7:  Female Genital Mutilation-2004 as noted below.

 

therefore be it Resolved that BPW Ontario in 2004 urges the responsible government agencies put in place a program to educate related family services and law agencies about the Genital Mutilation Law;

 

and Further be it RESOLVED that BPW Ontario in 2004 urges the 

Government of Ontario to ensure the Ministry of Community and Social Services to provide access to age appropriate counseling to females who have been circumcised;

 

and Further be it RESOLVED that BPW Ontario in 2004 urges the Government of Ontario to work with the Government of Canada to ensure that families immigrating to Canada are informed and educated about the Genital Mutilation Law. 

AND FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Business and Professional Women's Clubs of Ontario urges the Ontario Ministry of Health and Long Term Care extend the education program to  physicians and school boards.;

AND FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Business and Professional Women's Clubs of Ontario urges the Ontario Ministry of Health and Long Term Care to ensure Community Family Services provide access to age and language appropriate counselling for females who have been circumcised;

AND FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Business and Professional Women's Clubs of Ontario urges the Ontario Ministry of Health and Long Term Care set up a telephone hot line for women and young girls through local Community Family Services agencies.
Addressing the issue of Senior Poverty  
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Business and Professional Women's  Clubs of Ontario urges the Ontario Ministry of Finance review the calculation and formula for the Guaranteed Annual Income System (GAINS) Income Supplement to include:

1) the basic expenses regardless of a single or couple applicant (s) including rent or property taxes plus heat and hydro; and the cost for basic telephone service per household

2) an amount to cover the other basics of living e.g. groceries, transportation, medication etc. based on a single or couple applicant(s) in addition to the income tests.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the GAINS benefit reduce the gap between single and couples to cover basic living expenses to a minimum of 78%.
The other was for BPW Canada:

Addressing the Issue of Senior Poverty

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT BPW Canada urges the Government of Canada, Minister of Finance, to ensure that Old Age Security (OAS) is maintained at current levels, plus increases in the cost of living.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED THAT BPW Canada urges the Government of Canada, Minister of Finance, review the calculation and formula for the Guaranteed Income Supplement to include:

1) The basic expenses for single applicants and couples applying be calculated to include rent or property taxes plus heat and hydro, telephone, transportation, etc.

2) To increase the amount received by a single recipient to equal 78 percent of that received by a couple, thus covering expenses more equitably.

There were also commendations for Sally Armstrong to both Provincial and National.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT BPW Canada commends Sally Armstrong for her efforts and bringing the conditions of the women in Afghanistan to our attention in 1996 and for her continued efforts in maintaining the awareness of the condition for women and children both in Afghanistan and Internationally.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Business and Professional Women's Clubs of Ontario commends Sally Armstrong for her efforts and bringing the conditions of the women in Afghanistan to our attention in 1996 and for her continued efforts in maintaining the awareness of the condition for women and children both in Afghanistan and Internationally.
